We have an election scheduled for Sunday, March 30, 2008.  This letter is for the purpose of inviting and encouraging all ICES members from Tennessee to be in attendance at that meeting, where an election will be held for the following positions:  State Rep, and two Alternate Reps.
According to the Reps Handbook, the following are ICES procedures for such an election:

· Notification of the election must go to the membership forty (40) to sixty (60) days before the election can be held and such notification should include a list of all candidates for the positions.

· If you are interested in becoming the State Representative or an Alternate Representative, please notify me personally by January 18, 2008, so that a list of candidates may be sent out to all members within the specified time period.

· Nominations may also be made from the floor at this meeting.  Any ICES member in good standing (dues paid up for one year preceding election date) is eligible for office.

· A quorum of the membership must be present.  A quorum constitutes three percent (3%) of the membership within the state.  As of this writing, our records show that we have 59 current members.  
· The election will be held by secret ballot.  Absentee ballots may be obtained upon request and must be returned, postmarked by March 22, 2008, to Janice White, Secretary, 1505 Brentwood Terrace, Nashville, TN, 37211-7368.  Proxy votes must be in writing by the member (a Proxy Format is attached) and submitted to Janice White, Secretary, twenty four (24) hours prior to the meeting.  No more than five (5) votes may be cast by any one (1) person at the meeting.
· If all candidates are unopposed and have been ICES members for at least one year, the slate can be accepted by acclamation.

· To win an election, the candidate needs to receive a majority of the actual votes cast for that position.
